LONG STANDING REPUTATION.

Kipling Acres (KA) is an accredited 337 bed non-profit long-term care home operated by the City of Toronto, Homes for the Aged.     First opened in 1959, Kipling Acres has a long tradition of providing quality care in a home-like environment. It provides services to persons who have demonstrated need, usually as a result of chronic illness, frailty, or an inability to independently complete normal activities of daily living. 

CONVENIENT ACCESS AND EXCELLENT SERVICES

KA is very centrally located and easily accessible by highway or by TTC buses from Kipling Station. It is a comfortable and caring home that considers each resident's social, intellectual, physical, psychological and spiritual priorities, as well as lifestyle values and needs. The accommodation fees are set annually by the Ministry of Health and Long Term Care and are based on the Resident’s income and ability to pay. The Administration and Staff are friendly and customer oriented.

ACCESS TO CATHOLIC SERVICES AND MEDICAL SUPPORT

Catholic mass is celebrated every Tuesday in their beautiful chapel on site.  St. Benedict’s Church is also just across the street. Staff and volunteers offer emotional and spiritual support and social workers are available to help seniors and their families make the adjustment and get the most out of their stay in the home. Home staff provide 24-hour service and this home has licensed physicians who visit regularly and are on-call 24 hours a day. On site physio/occupational therapies, dental, eye, ear and foot care services are available. 

MEALS AND RECREATION

Residents are served three meals and three snacks a day. Special cultural or dietary needs are considered by a dietician in meal planning. Recreation staff offer a wide variety of day, evening and weekend activities which include complementary care, music and art therapy. Volunteers also help residents remain connected with the community. The Advisory Committee, made up of family members and community representatives meets once a month to review/recommend programs and changes to improve the home's operations. A Family Committee also meets monthly and families are encouraged to participate on this committee. Resident participation is facilitated through the Residents’ Council which meets monthly.

BENEFITS AND FEED BACK

The committee looking into the possibility for such a project realized the LONELINESS that seniors could face in  LTC Homes,  if there are no like-minded residents from the same or similar cultural background as theirs.  To overcome this VERY IMPORTANT factor, the committee felt that if we could arrange for our “East Indian Catholic” (EIC) seniors (e.g. Goans, Mangaloreans, Anglo-Indians) to be housed at one location it would provide the residents the opportunity to meet regularly during the day and participate in activities together. It would also offer the community at large the opportunity of visiting each others relatives, arrange special/regular visits by groups of friends, etc. 

At a meeting recently organized by a few members of our community with the Administration of KA, the latter agreed to consider clustering  our EIC seniors, so that they can be more comfortable living with like-minded, culturally compatible, Christian people.   

Currently KA has vacancies and the management is most willing to accommodate the specific needs of our seniors but this “window of opportunity” may not last very long, hence the need for our early decision.

FIND OUT MORE.

The KA Administrator is prepared to arrange a special presentation on their services, staff, etc and will answer questions from interested seniors and/or their families as well as provide a tour of their facility. Considering the growing interest for such a facility the Presentation, Qs&As and a tour of KA has been arranged for Sunday February 19, 2006 at 2.00 p.m.  Hence this communication is being sent out to all members of EIC Associations such as the Toronto GOA, Hamilton GOA, Canorient, East End and West End Seniors Groups and Others. Wide communication of this message will be key to ensuring that as many members of our community as possible can attend and find out more about KA at the planned meeting. Please feel free to spread the word, particularly to those who may benefit from this.
