Erindale Park   Erindale Park is a large greenbelt at1695 Dundas Street West which contains a number of facilities, with three information kiosks located in the park that give a brief history of the community. This area of the Credit River supports runs of Rainbow and Brown Trout, Chinook, Coho and Atlantic Salmon. For the most part, this cold-water fishery is maintained by stockings of hatchery reared fish. The Atlantic Salmon program is directed at re-establishing a self-sustaining Salmon population. The Credit River also supports a warm water fishery of resident smallmouth bass.
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
